Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or
who hold a confession differing from that of this congregation and The Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod, and yet
desire to receive this sacrament, are asked to first speak with the pastor.
